MAR 8: Zanzibar Island | Jewel of the Ocean 
The day’s excursions may include a walking tour of Stone 
Town’s spice markets and churches, a visit to a rural spice 
farm or a trek through the mangroves of Jozani Forest Nature 
Reserve, home to the rare red colobus monkey.
