Our Tauck Directors helped us identify a way to help village
schools that guests visit in Tanzania. A partnership with Save the
Rain has provided life-giving resources to local communities to
the local community for clean, filtered water. We have provided
funding to purchase and install rainwater-harvesting and filtration

systems at two primary schools and in more than forty households.

In Rotorua, New Zealand, guests have an opportunity to go on a
nocturnal eco-tourism walk to experience Redwoods Nightlights,
one of New Zealand’s top design-led ecotourism experiences.

A walk though the magical Redwood forest is illuminated by

30+ exquisite lanterns designed by renowned designer and
sustainability champion David Trubridge. Floating 30 to 65 ft.
above the forest floor, the award-winning walk spans 28
suspension bridges and 27 platforms, celebrating the environment

and helping to support conservation efforts.

Since 2013, Tauck support has provided a Peruvian primary
school, San Isidro Labrador de Huycho, with important items for
students including a computer, an amplifier necessary for classes,
and basic necessities such as clothing for the winter season. The
grant also provided an opportunity for students to visit Machu
Picchu, a rare opportunity for the indigenous Q’ero people,
despite their proximity to the famed citadel. Families on Mystical
Peru visit the school, meeting both students and teachers,

creating memorable cultural exchanges.

Amboseli National Park

Fly to Arusha early this morning where majestic Mount
Kilimanjaro towers over surrounding landscapes at more
than 15,000 feet up. Enjoy lunch at the Cultural Heritage
Center Arusha, showcasing a treasure trove of African art.
Continue to Kenya for a two-night stay in Amboseli National
Park, whose savanna grasslands spread across the Kenya -
Tanzania border. Enjoy lunch at your lodge and settle into
your Maasai-inspired room, set in a secluded grove of acacia
trees with a private balcony overlooking the plains and
Kilimanjaro; nearby swamps host free-ranging elephants.
Amboseli's famous elephant families and ongoing efforts

to protect them are the subject of a private lecture and
reception before dinner. Meals BLD

Meet the Maasai & go on a game drive

Visit a nearby Maasai village this morning for a glimpse of
tribal life in the African bush; meet the chief and go inside

a private home as you learn about their traditions. Head out
on your first game drive in Amboseli for opportunities to see
elephants, hippos, buffaloes, antelopes, jackals and warthogs.
After lunch and an afternoon game drive, return to the lodge
for an evening spent as you please. Meals BLD

Mount Kenya & an animal orphanage

A morning flight from Amboseli National Park is followed by
a game drive through the Ol Pejeta Conservancy, boasting
East Africa’s largest resident black rhino population and the
“Big Five,” en route to the Fairmont Mount Kenya Safari Club
- where the Equator literally runs right through the center
of the hotel. The hotel was founded in 1959 by the late film
star William Holden and is known for attracting a celebrity
clientele. After lunch, join in a special Equatorial ceremony at
your lodge. Dinner is at leisure. Meals BLD

Weavers & a wildlife orphanage

Visit the town of Nanyuki this morning, known for its colorful
rugs, hangings and shawls; on a private visit with local
weavers, see them shearing, spinning, dyeing and weaving
sheep’s wool by hand. Return to your lodge for lunch

and time at leisure and a private visit to The Mount Kenya
Wildlife Conservancy animal orphanage and education
center. The orphanage provides care for orphaned, injured,
neglected, abused or frightened wild animals with the goal
to release them back into the wild, as well as “preservation of
the environment and the wildlife within.” Dine under the stars
tonight at a private barbecue at the hotel. Meals BLD

Fly to the Maasai Mara

Pack your Tauck duffle bag for a two-night stay at Fairmont
Mara Safari Club, surrounded on three sides by the Mara
River and on the edge of the Seventh “New” Wonder of the
World. Fly from Nanyuki to the Maasai Mara, touching down
to a welcome by a Maasai warrior. After a free afternoon,
enjoy an eye-opening early evening game drive on the Mara
plains. Return to the Safari Club for a briefing on tomorrow’s
balloon ride, followed by dinner. Meals BLD

Hot air balloon & a bush breakfast

Rise early for an included hot air balloon* flight above the

treetops, to observe the spectacle of Africa’s “circle of life”

from the air. As dawn breaks, you'll enjoy panoramic views

of the wildlife that roam the vast Maasai Mara reserve, one

of the world’s richest wildlife reserves and home to zebras,
cheetahs, wildebeest, gazelles and the “Big Five.”

Known for its
pleasant weather year round, your introduction to Colombia
begins in Bogotd, Colombia’s capital city and one of the
largest cities in the world. Founded in 1538 by the Spanish
Conquistadors, today Bogota is a thriving metropolis, yet its
colonial roots continue to be ever-present. Your explorations
begin with a stop at Paloquemao Market, one of the largest
farmer’s markets in Colombia, for a guided tour highlighted
by tastings of local produce. Next, visit the Gold Museum,
displaying the world’s largest collection of gold artifacts
(including a large selection of pre-Columbian gold) followed
by lunch at a local restaurant. This afternoon you're in for

a treat with a tour of the Botero Museum accompanied

by a Botero expert. Dedicated to the work of famed artist,
sculptor and political critic, Fernando Botero, much of

the work displayed here was donated by Botero himself
(including his personal, private art collection). Tonight, please
join us for a welcome reception followed by dinner at a local
restaurant.

Zipaquira & fly to Medellin

Embark early this evening on a sunset cruise along
Cartagena Bay, witnessing the city’s transformation before
your very eyes with its historic walled section alongside its
modern day counterpart on full display. A fitting finale for a
week well spent.

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Ernest Hemingway’s Finca Vigia

American author Ernest Hemingway purchased a

home outside Havana, Cuba in 1939 and lived here for
twenty one years. Hemingway called it Finca Vigia, or
“lookout farm,” as he spent much of that time writing
and reporting about the war after his travels to China
and Europe. He was an avid fisherman and docked his
beloved boat, Pilar, in Cojimar, a small fishing village east
of Havana, which inspired his most famous work, The
Old Man and the Sea.

When booking airfares through
Tauck (including when taking advantage of a special offer
that includes air travel), standard airline cancellation fees will
apply. In some cases, airfares will be non-refundable. In the
event of cancellation, these fees will be deducted from the
deposit paid, and therefore the credit being held. We will
only credit the remainder of deposit to a future tour or cruise
booking if you book within 24 months of cancellation of the
original Tauck tour or cruise. This offer expires after the 24
months. We will only credit the remainder of the deposit

to a future tour or cruise booking Balance Due and it can’t
be used as a credit for the initial deposit of a future tour or
cruise booking. The Tauck “Deposit Protection Plan” only
covers a Tauck tour or cruise and it does not replace Travel
Insurance, which we recommend at the time of booking.

Final Payment is due to Tauck 90 days before departure for
land trips, and 120 days before departure for small ship and
river cruises.
